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LOCATION: The eastern half of Battle Creek regional Park is located in
Maplewood south of I-94.  It is bounded by Century Ave. on the east,
McKnight Ave. on the west, and Lower Afton Ave on the south.
Parking is located on Upper Afton.  From I-94 take McKnight Ave.
south to Upper Afton Road.  Go east on Upper Afton.  The park has a
good network of paved and turf trails.  MAP #: 17

HABITAT:  The majority of the park is oak woods.  There is an open
turf area near the pavilion.  The east end has a restored prairie and
wetlands.  Several ponds are found on the north and south side of
Upper Afton Road.  Conifer plantations are scattered through out the
property.

REGULAR BIRDS: The wooded areas have Cooper’s Hawks,
Ovenbirds and other nesting warblers
